Answer: False.  It is against the law in Minnesota to throw electronics containing a CRT in the trash.  They must be recycled. (Minnesota Statutes §115A.9565). 
2. How many pounds of toxic lead do most TVs and computer monitors contain?


a. less than 1 lb. 

b. 1 to 2 lbs. 

c. 2 lbs. or more
Answer: c. Most TVs and computer monitors contain 2 to 8 pounds of toxic lead!
3. If your old television or computer is still in working order, what option should you consider before looking into recycling?

Answer: Reuse.  Consider giving or selling your old electronics to friends, family, or a local organization that may have a need.

Answer: e. Take-back programs: Some manufacturers and retailers will take back your old electronics for recycling. Garbage haulers: Some haulers pick up electronics for recycling. Recycling companies: You can drop off your old electronics at a recycler.  Some recyclers pick up electronics for recycling. Government recycling programs: Your city, county, or neighborhood may pick up electronics, offer drop-off sites, or accept electronics at community clean-up events.
