Recycling While Away From Home Web Quiz
1. Recycling while on vacation, on the road, and at summer festivals and events is important. T/F

True.  What a silly question, right?  Recycling while away from home is important, but we sometimes let our recycling habits slide when we’re away from our nicely sorted bins at home.  Whether you’re at a fireworks display or hosting a family barbeque, don’t forget to recycle this summer!

2. If you’re at an event and are unable to find recycling options, what could you do?

a. Ask the person or company in charge if they’re available

b. After you’re home, write a letter to the company, to let them know you would like them to have recycling receptacles in the future
c. Throw all of your recycling at the event into the trash 
d. all of the above

e. a and b

Answer: e. You don’t have to ditch the event if they don’t seem to be thinking “green”, simply bring your recycling home to recycle, but be sure to let someone know that you’d like them to provide recycling options.  You can talk to someone at an event, or write a letter later to let them know that recycling is important to you and to others.

3. Providing recycling bins at your party is messy and complicated. T/F

False. If you’re hosting a barbeque, family reunion, birthday party or any other event, be sure to provide recycling options and to choose to use reusable and recyclable materials.  Setting labeled recycling bins next to the trash will signal to your guests that you do recycle and they’re sure to follow your lead and sort their recycling and trash.

4. If you know there will be no recycling receptacles where you’re planning to visit, what should you do?

a. Pack and plan to use only reusable materials (for example, filling reusable water bottles rather than buying plastic, recyclable ones)

b. Bring a bag along for the cans, bottles, and other recyclables you and your group will empty

c. Plan to just throw out any recycling since there won’t be any other option

d. a and b

Answer: d. No need to throw out valuable recyclables—if they don’t provide receptacles, take care of it yourself!  Planning to use reusable materials will help, and you can bring the recyclables you do produce back home with you and recycle them with your household recycling.
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
