Family Recycling Quiz – For the kids to answer!
1. Old homework can be recycled right at your curb outside. Answer: True.  School handouts, construction paper, art projects made from paper, tablets (remove spines), old office papers, newspapers, even shredded paper can be recycled curbside.

2. What can recycled newspapers be recycled into?

a. New newspapers


b. Egg cartons


c. All of the above

Answer: c. All of the above. Newspapers are most often recycled into new newspaper, and can be back in circulation in four weeks.   Newspapers are also recycled into egg cartons and other materials.  In fact, egg cartons are made from recycled newspapers in Moorhead Minnesota.
You cannot recycle your egg cartons because they are made from material that has already been recycled so many times that the fibers are too short to make into something new.
3. Recycling one pop can saves enough energy to power a TV for how many hours?
a. One

b. Two

c. Three

Answer: c. Three!
4. How many pounds of garbage does the average person in the Twin Cities throw away each day?
a. Five

b. Six

c. Seven

Answer: c. Seven pounds!
5. Paper made from recycled paper uses 70% less energy. Answer:  True!

6. Americans throw away enough steel every year to build all the new cars made in America.  Answer:  Yes!  Tin cans – like food cans - are actually 99% steel, with a thin layer of tin added to prevent rusting. 

7. Cereal boxes, toothpaste boxes and shoe boxes can be recycled. Answer:True. If the product is stored in the cupboard, the box can be recycled. If the product goes in the fridge, freezer or microwave, the box should be placed in the garbage.
8. Does making recycled paper use more or less energy than making new paper? Answer: Less. Making recycled paper uses about 65% less energy than it takes to make new paper.
9. Can glass bottles be recycled outside at your curb? Answer: Yes!  Glass from bottles and jars never wears out and can be recycled over and over again.  It takes about 30 days for a glass bottle to be recycled into a new one.
10. Can soda bottles, shampoo bottles and milk cartons be recycled?  Answer: Yes!
11.  Recycling helps the environment?  Answer:  True!  Making new things from recycled ones takes less energy and less of the Earth’s resources. Because less energy is used, factories don’t release as much pollution either. Aluminum and steel cans, cardboard, glass bottles, paper and newspapers and plastic bottles and jugs are all recyclable. These items can be made into new products including the steel used to build skyscrapers and school buses, new cardboard boxes, playground equipment and much more!
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
