Cans and Bottles Recycling Campaign Terminology

The Technical Advisory Team developed this terminology in order to overcome barriers and build consistency in terminology used to describe the cans and bottles that are acceptable in curbside recycling programs throughout the Twin Cities metro area.  
Notes to Team:

· This list is suggested for cities, counties and haulers to use on their websites and program materials.  

· Campaign materials should always focus on ‘yes’ items.  Include the ‘no’ items when possible.
This list has been re-written to list specific item types, not categories. We also lumped like things together where we could. Even with the clearer yes and no list, it’s still easy to get confused.  There is value in explaining why plastic cups and tubs cannot be recycled. 


Recycling Guide: Can I Recycle It?

Glass

Yes  

· Glass food and beverage bottles and jars

No
· Drinking glasses, mugs, dishes, cookware, pottery and vases
· Window and mirror glass
· Containers that held hazardous products, such as nail polish and hobby paints
Metal

Yes  

· Metal food and beverage cans

No
· Paint cans

· Aerosol cans
· Containers that held hazardous products, such as paint thinner and automotive fluids
Plastic

Yes  

· Plastic bottles and jugs

· Water, soda and juice bottles

· Milk and juice jugs

· Ketchup and salad dressing bottles 

· Dishwashing bottles and detergent jugs
· Shampoo, soap and lotion bottles
Remember:

Plastic bottles – 1 and 2 will do (1 and 2 will be the recycling symbol)
Plastic

No
· Margarine, cottage cheese, cream cheese and other tubs
· Yogurt, pudding and fruit cups

· Microwaveable food trays

· Produce, deli and take out containers

· Plastic wrap and bags*

· Toys
· Containers that held hazardous automotive and yard products, such as motor oil and pesticides

*Plastic shopping bags are recyclable at many local grocery stores

Recycling Preparation Tips:

· Remove all caps, lids and pumps 

· Give it a quick rinse

· It’s OK to leave the labels on

· Do not place recyclables in plastic bags
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
