	Paper to recycle
	How to recycle it
	What it is made into

	Boxboard

· Cereal boxes, cracker boxes, pasta boxes, cake mix boxes

· Shoe boxes, gift boxes and electronic boxes

· Boxes from toothpaste, medications and other toiletries


	Keep clean and dry.  

Remove any film or food packaging, then flatten

Most programs allow you to place boxboard (cereal, cake and chip boxes) in with the newspaper.  

Do not place boxboard boxes in plastic bags.
	Boxboard is generally used to make new boxboard, puzzles, and things such as egg cartons.  

	Cardboard boxes
	Keep clean and dry.  

Remove any tape, rigid foam, wood or large staples.

Curbside collection

Flatten and cut to approximate size of 3’ x 3’.

Bundle or box them together.

Recycling drop-off center

Flatten only.
	Corrugated cardboard can be recycled into new corrugated cardboard, boxboard (cereal, cake, chip and cracker boxes), puzzles, games and items such as tablet backing. 



	Magazines and catalogs
	Keep clean and dry.  

Place in a brown paper bag with other paper or loose in recycling container.

Do not place magazines and catalogs in plastic bags.
	Magazines are recycled into items such as food/gift boxes (boxboard), tissue paper, game boards, and greeting cards.


	Mail, office and school papers
	Keep clean and dry.  

You do not need to remove envelope window film.

Most programs allow you to place these papers in paper bags with magazines and newspapers.

Do not place these types of paper in plastic bags.
	Mixed paper can be used to make new cereal boxes, facial and toilet paper, greeting cards, wrapping and writing paper.

	Newspapers and inserts
	Keep clean and dry.  

Place advertisements and supplements that come in the newspaper in brown paper bags, no tape.  

Most programs allow you to place mixed mail and boxboard (cereal, cake and chip boxes) in with the newspaper. 

Do not place newspaper in plastic bags.
	Newspaper and its supplements are mixed in with other grades of paper and used to make new newspapers, paperboard, puzzles, wallboard, gift/food boxes, cellulose insulation and animal bedding. 



	Phone Books
	Keep clean and dry.

Place in a brown paper bag with other paper or loose in recycling container.

Do not place phone books in plastic bags.
	Phone books are recycled into new phone books, food boxes, egg cartons, game boards and cellulose insulation.  

	Shredded Paper in closed paper bags
	Place in paper bags.  

Fold the bag down, to keep the shredded paper confined.

Do not place shredded paper in plastic bags
	Mixed paper can be used to make new cereal boxes, facial and toilet paper, greeting cards, wrapping and writing paper.
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
