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A Great Recycling Match – Newspapers and Their Inserts

Twin Cities metro area residents do a great job recycling newspapers.  Newsprint is one of the most recycled materials in Minnesota - about half of Minnesota’s recyclable material is old newsprint
. What many people don’t know, however, is that advertising inserts should be recycled along with newspapers.

Recyclable paper was once limited to newsprint and other non-glossy materials, but many types of paper are recyclable today, including glossy newspaper advertising inserts.  When you take your newspapers out to the recycling bin, don’t forget to include your inserts!

Recycling newspaper inserts is important:


· Every year, $85 million worth of recyclables are thrown away in Minnesota

· It costs the state $45 million to dispose of those discarded recyclables

· The recycling industry creates over 19,000 jobs in Minnesota, including jobs at St. Paul’s Rock-Tenn paper recycling facility and Liberty Paper in Becker Minnesota

So the next time you take your newspapers out to your recycling bin, include the inserts, they make a difference!
